SUPPLY LIST

o BSS (Basic Sewing Supplies)
**This includes a sewing machine in good working order that does a zig-zag stitch. Also, a darning
foot for any free-motion quilting you might want to do. Please bring the manual, just in case.

FABRIC & NOTIONS

Small scraps of fabric.

Fabric & Paper scissors

Black Sharpie pen & #2 pencil

30wt thread for zigzag border in color(s) you like to work with.

Embellishments like buttons, stickers, beads and decorative threads. (I will also have
embellishments for you to choose from.)

Design ideas for the front of your cards.

A little note/sketch book is handy to have.
