CLASS LEVEL  INTERMEDIATE 
 
WORKSHOP DESCRIPTION 
This class will concentrate on wool applique and decorative stitching.  Enjoy two days of creative hand-
stitching.  Then, head home and assemble your very own needle case.  This Needle Roll is so handy to have 
nearby and it is a work of art to boot!  Please don’t panic if you can’t find everything.   The Stitchin Post 
will have many supplies from which to choose. 
 
INSTRUCTIONS 
Please study the pattern carefully before class!  The concentration in class will be on the wool applique and 
decorative stitching.  So, be sure to arrive in class with the following: 
 
SUPPLY LIST 

o PATTERN REQUIRED:  “Road Runner Needle Roll” designed by Sue Spargo (available at the 
Stitchin Post 

o Good quality felted wool for inside the needle roll for both the background and the circles. 
o Ellana wool/acrylic thread to match the wool circle color. 
o Eleganza threads for the decorative/embroidery stitches. 
o Cotton applique thread for the labels and ribbon 
o NEEDLES 

o #24 Chenille 
o #3 Milliners 

o Small, sharp scissors 
o Pins 
o Thimble (optional) 

 
o BOOK REQUIRED:  “Creative Stitching” Second edition, Sue Spargo
